These guidelines are designed to provide the fullest communication among the committees, the CCC-AAUP Executive Committee, and the faculty; to ensure that the provisions of the contract are observed, to avoid potential legal conflicts; and, to ascertain that general AAUP guidelines and Executive Committee policies are observed.


The Executive Committee requests that all CCC-AAUP members appointed to committees adhere to these guidelines.

Guidelines On Committee Participation

1. Attend all committee meetings to represent faculty interests and cast votes for those interests.

2. Refer questions that arise concerning possible positions and/or courses of action to the Executive Committee.

3. Follow those policies and directives given in writing by the Executive Committee.

4. Volunteer to serve as Committee Chair or Staff.

5. Before any final recommendations are sent to the administration, submit them to the CCC-AAUP Executive Committee for contract compliance review.
